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PREFACE

This book is the first of the three volumes* to be used by
nonnative speakers of Persian, learning Persian as a second/foreign
language (PSL/PFL). It presents the most basic patterns and concepts in
everyday Persian in the form of short and simple dialogs. The criteria for
the selection of grammatical patterns and lexical items have been that of
frequency, productivity and suitability with respect to the course
objectives,

The present volume contains fifteen lessons which have been
transliterated into English characters for the convenience of the users.
The new vocabulary items are given at the beginning of each lesson.
Whenever relevant, appropriate pictures have been provided to help
students with their learning and the teacher in his instruction. Various
types of exercises and drills follow each dialog to reinforce the learning
tasks. The frame at the end of cach lesson encompasses a summary of the
new grammatical structures or points dealt with in the lesson.

We would highly appreciate the teachers’ evaluation of the
materials, views on the organization for the lessons, and experiences with

the book in practiceto be implemented in the future editions.
