Engineering is defined by the Accreditation Board for Engigeeting and
Technology (ABET) as:
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“The profession in which a knowledge of the matigmatical and natural
sciences gained by study, experience, and practuglyis dpplied to develop
ways to utilize the materials and forces of jaiure for the'benefit of mankind™
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The American Institute of Industria] ERgdinegts (AIIE) in turn has defined
industrial engineering as:
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“Concerned with the desfgn. Wmprovement and installation of integrated
systems of people, matggialSy equipment, and energy.
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It draws upon speci@iged knowledge and skill in the mathematical, physical
and social sciendas, tdgetiier with the principles and methods of engineering
analysis and d@sign™ specify, predict and evaluate the results to be
obtained frofiffauch systems.”
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This includes all elements of the general definition of engineering and, in
most respects, is comparable to definitions of 'other fields of engineering.
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Broadly defined, the function of industrial engineers is to bring together!
people, machines, materials, and information to facilitate an effective
operation. \
