The province of Kerman is the second largest province after Khorasan. Covering an area of
181.714 square kilometers, it is located in southeastern Iran. Kerman is bounded by Khorasan
and Yazd on the north, by Hormozgan on the south, by Sistan ABaluchistan on the east and
by the province of Fars on the west. The mountain chain situated on the southeastern Yazd
divides the province into the east and the west. The ea§fern part is located on a lower level
