Whether measured directly through vocabulary tests or indirectly on reading or listening
and writing or speaking tests, word mastery is an important asset when you take advanced
or proficiency tests in English in that a major portion of academic work involves
comprehension and production of texts which contain words galore, The best way to
develop a powerful vocabulary is of course to read voraciously and extensively in a variety
of fields. It is possible, however, to boost your word mastery by studying carefully selected
word lists such as the ones in this book. The lists here present words which are typical of
those appearing on advanced or proficicncy examinations, and although no word list can
promise or ¢laim to cover all the vocabulary you need on a certain test, familiarity with the
words on the following lists should prove to be of great value to you. For you to master the
word lists, the following procedure is recommended:

1. Divide cach list into manageable chunks and allot'a definite time cach day for the
study of the words.

2. Go through your chunk of words and check off those which lock familiar, Master
these words first,

3. Go through the chunk again and intensively study the words you are meeting for
the first time. Do not eliminate any word from the list unless you can define it and
know how to use it,

4. Check your knowledge of the words on your chunk by self-testing and move on to
the next chunk.

5. Use the same procedure to review after having gone through all the lists.
6. Support your word study by other language activities like reading or writing.

The word lists are arranged in strict alphabetical order, and each word is provided with the
definition and an example sentence.
